I. Temperature Criteria Methodology, Aimee Konawal, WQCD. 

Aimee gave an overview of the CWQCC’s Administrative Hearing (April 10, 2006) on 
temperature criteria, ongoing Workgroup activities, major issues being considered by 
the Workgroup, and the Commission’s Rulemaking Hearing scheduled for January 
2007.  The major issues include acute criteria, chronic criteria, thermal shock, 
spawning, and numeric vs. narrative standards.  A copy of her presentation is attached. 
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II. Greeley Permit Issues WET and Ammonia – Joe Kunovic 

Joe Kunovic gave an overview of the development of Greeley’s draft permit, 
issues related to WET and ammonia limits, Greeley’s disagreements with the 
draft permit limits, their petition for adjudicatory hearing and request for a stay, 
development of research and position papers, and agreement with the Division.  
The final issuance of the Greeley permit should be in July 2006.  A copy of his 
presentation is attached.  For a copy of the research and position papers contact 
Joe at 970.350.9363.  He emphasized that permittees should include all 
concerns no matter how small during the 30-day review period. 

III. PQL Guidance  - Laurie Peterson-Wright, WQCD Lab 

Laurie Peterson-Wright gave an overview of Practical Quantitation Limitation 
(PQL) Workgroup efforts, including an overview of the meetings, definitions, 
challenges, the process, flow chart, the “Table” (190 compounds) and examples.  
She showed what is in the draft table; however, the table showing PQL for 190 
compounds will be available soon.  The Council will let its members know when it 
is available.  A copy of her presentation is attached, not including the “Table.” 

IV. Updates 

····  RMWEA Liaison Report – No report. 

····  Seminar –  The Council’s seminar is scheduled for May 17, 2006 in Durango. 

····  Colorado Water Utility Council (CWUC) Update –  Sharon Davis reported 
that CWUC did not send the letter to the State regarding SWAP.  Mutual Aid 
Groups were discussed at the meeting.  CWUC is interested in developing a 
mentoring program for water utilities.  Paul Grundemann and Paul Ferraro are 
to meet with them on June 2 to explore ways of working together. 

····  Legislation – : 

- No fee bill was introduced for the Division. 
- HB 1337 WQCD Improvement Fund and Violation Penalties, passed.  

Governor may not sign it.  Legislators think that POTWs consider the 
$10,000 violation charge as the cost of doing business.  Amy was 
very surprised to hear this.  The Council needs to educate the 
legislators. 

····  Selenium Proposal – Nancy reported that she has received $10,000 in 
pledges for the Selenium Study, but the Chadwick Proposal is for $34,000. 

····  Nutrient Study –  Needs funding. 

····  Mentoring Program –   

- Has received 3 pledges to date.   

- Sharon Davis has joined the Mentoring Subcommittee.   

- Paul G. and Paul F. recently met with Ron Falco.  The Division is 
very supportive of the Mentoring Program.   
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- As indicated above, CWUC wants to join the mentoring effort.   

- Members suggested that Jeannie send out another request to 
members for Mentors from their operational staff. 

- Paul F. reported that he continues to work with the Clear Creek 
Wastewater Study group.  They have issued a RFP with a mandatory 
meeting to be held on May 11, 2006 in Georgetown for all potential 
proposers. 

- Sharon and Paul F. are working with Rich Hayes, CRWA, to make 
the Mentoring Program more visible on their website. 

- The Council has a free table at the Annual RMWEA Conference in 
Vail in September.  Sharon and Paul F. will use the table to present 
the Mentoring Program to conference attendees. 

- Nancy mentioned that used computers are available from larger 
POTWs.  The Council needs to let smaller POTWs know of their 
availability, perhaps through CRWA. 

····  Ammonia –  Paul to speak at CML.

� MDL - The minimum concentration of a 
substance that can be measured and reported with 
99% confidence that the analyte concentration is 
greater than zero and is determined from analysis 
of a sample in a given matrix containing the 
analyte.

� The lowest chemical analysis level that can be 
reliably achieved within specified limits of 
precision and accuracy during routine operating 
conditions.
