SUBJECT:
Draft Final Action Documents

The initial version of the draft final action documents for the revisions to the Basic Standards and Methodologies for Surface Water, Regulation #31 (5 CCR 1002-31), and the Colorado Discharge Permit System Regulations, Regulation #61 (5 CCR 1002-61), was circulated to the parties and other hearing participants with a cover memo dated July 13, 2005.  Several sets of comments identifying possible corrections to those drafts were submitted to the Commission Office.  The enclosed draft final action documents incorporate several corrections based on those comments.  In particular, revisions from the July 13, 2005 drafts have been made in Regulation #31 in three places: (1) corrections to the class 1 and class 2 cold water daily maximum temperature criteria; (2) addition of a footnote for the domestic water supply table value for arsenic; and (3) inclusion of a corrected version of the low flow provisions.  Several changes have been made to the draft Statement of Basis and Purpose for Regulation #31.  Each of these changes to the July 13, 2005 draft is shown with strikeouts and double-underlining.

In addition to the version of the draft final action documents showing changes to the regulations and statements of basis and purpose with strikeouts and double-underlining, separate “clean” versions of each document are enclosed.

I am also enclosing copies of all comments received on the July 13, 2005 drafts.  Several proposed changes have not been incorporated into the enclosed revised drafts, so it is important for the Commission to be able to review the comments in their entirety.

The Commission is scheduled to consider final action regarding the issues raised in this rulemaking at its August 8, 2005 regular meeting.
