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REMINDER

Sanitary Sewer Overflows Must Be Reported 

The Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment   Water Quality Control Division would like to remind all permittees who operate and maintain sanitary sewer collection systems of the requirements to report sanitary sewer overflows (SSOs).  SSOs must be reported orally within 24 hours of their discovery, with a written report to follow within five days.  Please refer to Part II of your permit.

Verbal notifications should be called into the Department’s toll-free 24-Hour environmental emergency and spill reporting  telephone number listed to the right.  Written notifications should be sent to the Division's Compliance Assurance and Data Management Unit at our Denver address with a courtesy copy to your District Engineer.

When calling in a spill report, the following items are of particular interest to the Division:

· Name, Title, Affiliation of caller

· Evidence of environmental damage such as fishkills or dead vegetation

· What is the contaminant (raw sewage, chemical)?

· Volume of spill

· Is there a need to notify downstream users, emergency personnel, Division of Wildlife?

· Has the spill been contained and source stopped?

· Is the area secured from public access?

Written follow-up notification should include a description of the spill and its cause, applicable time period with defined start and stop times, response measures, corrective/remedial actions, and planned measures to prevent recurrences.

If there are any collection and pumping systems that deliver wastewater to your treatment facility, but do not treat wastewater or do not have a permit, please forward this information to them as well
