This is the classic “prove the negative” box we always find ourselves in with biosolids, but at this point I think we need to try to refute what we know will be an accusation that no research worth anything has been done since NAS in 2002 to prove biosolids are safe.  I’ve spoken with Nikki Stefonick and she has agreed to be our collector of information.  If you know of research (not necessarily research we have done but valid research we can refer to), please pass that information along to Niikki.  She will compile it and send a consolidated report to San Hadeed at WEF/NBP. I imagine the fuse will be short on this, so please respond as quickly as you reasonably can.  In this instance, some data are better than none.  Thanks.
